TRUST IN THE WORD OF THE LORD

If the Word of God is not taught in its simplicity and in
truth, then it is nothing more than idle talk and cannot ave
the soul. God has a specific plan that He describes in
Matthew 7;13-19 as the “Strait gate and narrow way”; not
to be confused with the “broad way that leadeth to
destruction.” Although we can live our lives as freely as
we want it is not (nor has it ever been) the design of God
to call it acceptable! This is precisely the “broad way, that
leadeth to destruction” that is described in scripture, and
“Many there be that go in thereat!”

The Lord’s Church of which He spoke in Matthew
16:18 was established in the year AD 33, recorded for us
in Acts 2. It is the Church for which Christ died, Acts
20:28: 1t is the body of believers, of which He is the head,
Colossians 1:18: and it is the Church through which the
“manifold wisdom of God” is presented Ephesians 3:10.
There were to be no “divisions among you, all are to speak
the same thing”; “that ye be perfectly joined together in
the same mind and the same judgment.”1 Corinthian

1:10.

When you have a chance, look at Galations 1:3ff,
“Grace be to you and peace from God the Father, and
from our Lord, Jesus Christ, who gave himself for our sins,
that he might deliver us from this present evil world;
according to the will of God our Father: V6-7. | marvel
that you are so soon removed from him that called you
into the grace of Christ into another gospel, which is not
another; but there be some that trouble you, and would
pervert the gospel of Christ.” V8. “Though we or an angel
from Heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that
which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed.”

Does this sound like a description of what we would
call “church” in this day and time? Look around you, and
see the mass confusion of what otherwise would be called
truth. Organizations that call themselves churches who
have lost the value of moral standard from God’s Holy and
Divine Word, that have added-to and taken-from the
original concept of truth that is expressed so clearly
throughout God’s Word in direct expression, and perfect
example. We must trust in the Word of the Lord.
